WHAT TO BRING

CLOTHING
*2 pairs of tennis shoes (1 pair for river wear) No Sandals
*1 pair of hiking shoes (optional)
*hot weather clothing (shorts, t-shirts)
*several pairs of long pants (a must for poison ivy areas and cool nights)
*long-sleeve shirt/short-sleeved shirts appropriate for church camp
*jacket/rain wear
*socks (bring plenty-lots of opportunities to get dirty or wet)
*underclothes/pajamas and robe
*appropriate swim wear-if too skimpy camper may be asked to wear shorts/shirt over
swimwear
*hat, cap, or bandanna
*closed shoes with heels for Trail Ride
PERSONAL ITEMS
*toothbrush and toothpaste, shampoo, brush, comb
*soap, deodorant, washcloth, bath towels, and one large towel for swimming
*sun screen
*mosquito and bug repellent (recommend Deep Woods OFF)
*writing materials (notebook, pen, pencil, stationery, stamps)
*flashlight
*Bible
*sleeping bag/bed roll and pillow
*medicine (to be checked in with nurse)
*bag for soiled laundry
*personal water bottle or be prepared to buy one at camp store
MONEY
*offering for mission project
*for snacks from camp store and juice from vending machine (.50-1.25 each)
*for white t-shirts for tie-dying ($6.00) or you may bring own, 100% cotton works
best (Primary Camp does not tie-dye)
*souvenirs from camp store ($2-$25)
MISCELLANEOUS
*Baseball glove, camera , garbage bags (for sleeping bag, laundry), smail
water bottle, fishing equipment
*Leaders might include: alarm clock, throw rug, fan
*Campers MUST remember to bring their FILLED OUT AND SIGNED HEALTH
FORMS to camp with them!!
*MP3 or CD players may be used with ear phones during rest times and at
night after lights out. They are to be left in cabins at all times.
*Leaders: You may use your vehicle for off-site activities. Fort Hartsuff and the
Calamus Dam site require a Nebraska State Game and Parks sticker. A one day
sticker may be purchased.
